3. Two letters of recommendation from college or university faculty (transfer students may bring

letters of recommendation from school(s) previously attended.

To become a licensed/certified teacher in the State of Illinois, an individual must pass at least three
state exams:

1. As of June 30, 2019, the Test of Basic Skills is no longer required to obtain an educator licensure.
