For the Teacher Licensing, the State of lllinois will accept the ACT-Plus Writing, with a composite score
of 22 and English and Writing combined score of 19; SAT score of 1030 in Critical Reading and Math
and a score of 450 in Writing; or the requirement can be met by passing all parts of the Test of
Academic Proficiency (TAP).

Successful criminal background check.

Successful completion of Education 210 with a grade of C or better (to be taken at SIUC).

Biological Sciences Education majors are required to take PSYC 100 Intro to Psychology, SPCH 101 Oral
Communication or SPCH 102 Public Speaking, and HLTH 101 Contemporary Health. They are also
required to take POLI 150 American Government and HIST 152 US History 1865 to Present.

All teacher education majors are required to complete a three-hour course in Third World or
NonWestern culture. Choose from HIST 141, HIST 142, LITR 111, LITR 121, LITR 122, or PHIL 104.

Services at 618-453-2354 at least one year before enrolling at SIUC.
